MOLLUSCUM CONTAGIOSUM
A 2 year old male patient presented with multiple, asymptomatic skin coloured raised lesions on his face since 4 months.Initially a single nodule appeared 2cm away from corner of mouth on left side of face.Later, multiple nodules started arising all over the face within a span of 4 months.There were no associated signs & symptoms.The general examination was normal.On extra oral examination, there were multiple nodules present on the face.On clinical examination of the lesion, there were multiple skin coloured, dome shaped, waxy nodules seen all over the face.Nodules measured 1 × 1 cm in diameter.Typical central umbilication was seen in the large nodule. 
HISTOPATHOLOGICAL EXAMINATION:  shows thickening and down growth of the epithelium with the formation of large eosinophilic intracytoplasmic inclusion bodies ( molluscum bodies/ Henderson Paterson bodies)
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
