MULTIPLE DENTIGEROUS CYSTS

A female patient aged 12 years complains of slow growing swelling in the right side of lower jaw. Sinus opening is present in relation to 14 &15 region. Light yellow colored fluid discharge is seen from the sinus. Extra orally the swelling is diffuse, solitary, skin over the swelling is normal in color & it is extending from 1 cm away from the corner of the mouth at lower border of the mandible. It is roughly 1X1 inch in size. The swelling is nontender, soft in consistency. Intra orally, obliteration of the right buccal vestibule extending from 44 to 47 region. Sinus opening is seen in relation to 14 &15 region which is discharging light yellow color fluid. Clinically it is diagnosed as Dentigerous cysts in right lower jaw and upper right maxilla region
RADIOGRAPHIC EXAMINATION : 3D CT image shows  multiple bone perforations  in relation to right and left maxillary canine region and mandibular right canine to second molar region.
HISTO PATHOLOGY REPORT:  section shows over lying non keratinized stratified squamous epithelial lining. The fibrous connective tissue wall is loosely arranged and also shows inflammatory cells. The epithelial connective tissue interface is flat in one area.
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
