CAVERNOUS LYMPHANGIOMA

A 24 yrs young male student, visited the clinic with a complaint of decayed right lower back tooth since few months. Also C/O gaps between the teeth, disability to chew, & asymptomatic swelling in the tongue since childhood & the left side cheek region, since 3 years. Intraoral examination revealed decayed 48, which was subsequently extracted. Extraoral examination revealed a diffuse swelling on the left side of the face. On the right side, a surgical scar is seen. H/O previous surgery for the same complaint. Intraoral examination revealed incompetent lips due to the enlarged tongue.    Lower Labial Mucosa showed multiple small reddish colored papules, in relation to the inner aspect of the commisure of the mouth, both on the right & left sides. Left Buccal mucosa shows multiple small reddish colored papules on the inner aspect of the commisure of the mouth. Two deep clefts are seen on the dorsum of the enlarged tongue, extending from the foramen caecum – posteriorly, upto about 1 cm behind the tip of the tongue – anteriorly. The surface shows reddish colored papular growths on the anterior aspect of the tongue. 
HISTOPATHOLOGY REPORT: The section of the given specimen shows an overlying stratified squamous epithelium. Within the connective tissue subjacent to the epithelium, endothelial lined large lymphatic vessels are seen. The connective tissue also shows chronic inflammatory cell infiltration, chiefly lymphocytes. 
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
